Dear Friends of Ray of Hope:	
  
 This weekend one of our mamas is in Taipei taking care of some court issues, where 
she is being sued for previous bad choices. Last month, another of our mamas went to 
prison for one year for past bad choices. We find that much of our CPC time is spent 
helping these mamas work through naïve decisions and train them to become 
responsible adults. Many of their choices come from being raised without a mother or 
having mothers incapable of teaching their daughters. 	
  
 Some of you also prayed last month for another pregnant 15-year old, who chose to 
go to prison for one year rather than come to Ray of Hope. We find that these young 
ladies seemingly have no common sense. Teaching is so desperately needed for them 
to understand how to protect themselves from being used and abused.	
  
 At the moment of my writing, a family just brought their 16-year old, who is three 
months pregnant, into our office to learn more about our services. 	
  
 School has re-opened. Seven volunteers were trained yesterday to help teach 
students in sexual purity and sanctity of life. They have committed to helping our WWF 
team, which will begin teaching in schools again next week. 	
  
 I am enclosing a letter with this short note to explain Ray of Hope’s giving methods. I 
want to encourage you to consider giving monthly to Ray of Hope. This will lighten our 
load of fundraising by ensuring that we have the necessary budget to continue to 
minister to these on-going needs. By doing so, our staff will all have more time to work 
and help more hurting people, save more babies, and teach more youth.	
  
 I covet and appreciate all your prayers. Our staffs pray for Taiwan and for our donors. I 
also encourage those in Taiwan to stop by and visit our Ray of Hope Thrift Store when 
you are in Tainan. We are so grateful for all the wonderful donations and for those who 
come to purchase.
